Note that in the instructions a number of 1x2 gatéh vertical bars printed on them are used ¢ate the
rungs of the ladder. In reality, these parts aitecscarce and hard to acquire. Here's a simigletio get
around that. First, replace the plates shownenrhktructions with plain white tiles.

Then, use your computer to print out a series ®létter ‘I’ like this:

Then, carefully cut away all the paper, saving fbstvery thin strip that has the capital ‘I’ letgrinted
on it. Use very small pieces of transparent tapstach the strip of paper to the plain whitestildt’s not a
pure LEGO solution, but trust me it doesn’t looktthad. And it's a lot cheaper than trying to krdown
10 of those rare 1x2 printed tiles.
